those who choose.

David hid from Saul (1 Samuel 24). Visit Masada, the palace- or similiar
fortress of Herod the Great, used by the Zealots in the Great Jewish
Revolt against Rome. There will be an opportunity to float in the
Dead Sea. Then UP TO JERUSALEM! Evening: Welcome in the
Sabbath together.
7 April 17 Visit the Mount of Olives, the location of Yeshua’s ascent and Jerusalem,

Spend time at the Garden of
Gethsemane where Jesus prayed before His crucifixion. Join a
Messianic worship service.

Walk through the Old City,
down the Via Dolorosa, stopping at the Church of the Holy
Sepulcher. The rest of the afternoon is free for browsing the

9 April 19 Ascend Temple Mount, the site of the two temples. Visit the Pools ~ Jérusalem,
(Monday) Dan Boutique
of Bethesda and worship at St. Anne’s Church. Tour the Knesset or similar
(the Israeli parliament) and have a time of prayer in the area of
the Knesset and the Supreme Court. Spend time at the Israel
Museum and view the 50:1 scale model of Jerusalem from
Yeshua's time and the Shrine of the Book, which houses the Dead
Sea Scrolls. In the afternoon, enjoy a guided tour of the City of
David excavations, Hezekiah’'s Tunnel and the Pool of Siloam.
